The Teasers are a regular mid table side so to come away with an 
8-6 win was welcome,  with Johnny Jerman 3/3 being the match winner against Russ 
Evans in the last frame. Earlier Graham Ottaway and Rich Evans both chipped in with 
2/3s with Danny Francis and Ed Lewis recording the same for the Teasers who play 
the Full Montys this week.

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OUTCASTS MOBBED IN DIV. TWO  

Having won their first four matches, the Outcasts have now lost two on the 
bounce. Last week the Severn St Mob came back from 4-2 down to stun the 
home side, winning six of the last eight frames. Ted Pryce 3/3 was the main dif-
ference between the teams with Steve Jones 2/3 beating an under par Paul Jones 
in the thirteenth for the match and an excellent two points. 
The Jockey Newbees climb to second in the league after they beat the Monty 
Melts 9-5. Charlie Martin 2/3 for the Melts held his own but one of the divisions 
favourites for promotion fought back with Robbie Hartshorn 3/3 and a 7 baller in 
the match clinching frame sealing their fourth win in a row. They remain one 
point behind table topping Bowling Ballers who held off the Younguns to win 9-
5. Gareth McMurdo with a 2/3 and fresh from his stage performances kept his 
nerve to beat Rhys Jones for the match. Only Owain Jones for the home side with 
a 2/3 faired well on the night. The Ballers remain unbeaten so far and play the 
Mob this week and will be wary of them. 
Laura Jones of the Desert Rats beat Gavin Williams  of the Lion Caerhowel in 
the last frame of the match for an extremely hard fought two points after the Li-
ons lead 5-3. Callum Lovell turned that around in favour of the Rats as they won 
four on the bounce. The reliable Neil Gorman 2/3 brought it back to 7-6 before 
the Lions ran out of roar. 
The Zimmers had Owen Durbridge, Terry marshall and Matt Rawsthorne all 2/3 
to thank for as they took a welcome point off a stuttering Cefn Coch B. After a 
fairly even contest, the “oldies” took a 7-6 lead only for the experienced Clive 
Langford 2/3 to hold his nerve so that the villagers went back up the hill with a 
point for their efforts.  
This week with the Outcasts having their bye, the Melts and Rats know that wins 
will see them climb above them in the table as we near a third of the way through 
the season. The Queues look to have a mammoth task against the Newbees whilst 
the Ballers face a tricky tie away to the Mob.
